U Largest single seafood commodity in value terms
0 ~15% of the total value of internationally traded fishery products in 2012

Mainly produced in developing countries, mainly South & East Asia and Latin America

Since the mid-2000s, aquaculture’s share of production is greater than capture

Large proportion of production enters international trade

Traditional major markets - USA, Japan and the EU

However, income growth in producing countries is now seeing

increasing volumes directed to domestic markets
